An experience that gives current 6-7th graders a perspective on the still unreached people of the world by
focusing on God’s plan for the world, exploring a replica tribal village, learning from experienced missionaries,
and completing service projects at the New Tribes Missions facility in central Pennsylvania.

Number of people on team: 50 Approximate total team support to raise: $8,750.

Philadelphia: July 8-12

An entry level missions opportunity for current 7-8th graders to share the gospel in the inner city Kensington area
both individually and in a group setting through children’s park VBS, homeless ministry, church ministry and
community service projects.

Number of people on team: 55 Approximate total team support to raise: $13,750.

New York Next Level: June 19-27

A missions experience for current 8-12th graders which includes ministering to children through VBS in Upper
Manhattan, sharing the gospel in NYC parks and community work projects.
Number of people on team: 65 Approximate total team support to raise: $45,500.

Dominican Republic: June 21 - July 1

An exposure to cross-cultural missions for current 10-12th graders through the opportunity to teach English and
the Bible at a VBS camp, to serve the community through work projects, and to build relationships with Dominican
believers.

Number of people on team: 25 Approximately total team support to raise: $45,000

Costa Rica: August 7-16

A hands-on mission experience for C4 college and young adults working with an indigenous indian group in the
mountains of Costa Rica. They will work with a national missionary organization to help establish an ongoing
work to these people.

Ukraine: July 31 - August 9

A cross-cultural trip for families with current 7-12th graders and C4, where students and parents teach English
and the Bible to Ukrainian children through games and building relationships.

To be a bidder, upon arriving at the auction you will need to register at the Auction Registration Table, giving the attendant your
registration information (name, phone number, address) and receive your Bid Number.

You will have the opportunity to bid on work teams from the Junior High, Senior High and C4 (college/young adults). Groups will
be offering a variety of work to the bidder—from just 2-3 in a group doing small projects to groups of 6-8 for larger projects. Some
“professionals” may also be offering their services, i.e., landscaping, painting and carpentry services.

Absentee bids will only be taken prior to the auction. These must be submitted by Thursday, March 19. Contact the Student

After buying a group, the buyer and team leader will go to the Contract Table. An auction contract will be filled out, listing the
signatures of team members, work date, what type of work, and is to be signed by the work team’s leader and the buyer.

The buyer will receive the original contract, a copy given to team leader, and a copy will be kept in the Student Ministry for follow-
up.

Scheduling a work day:

Work team leader and buyer will make initial contact at auction to exchange contact information, decide on a work date and sign
an auction contract. Further contact may be necessary between team leader and buyer in order to prepare for the work day.

¢ The choices of preferred work dates are: Saturday, May 2, May 9., May 16, May 23Howk#ay iBBese do not suit,

another date can be chosen as agreed upon by both “buyer” and the group. The target for the work to be completed is June 15
(*see 4th bullet under Payment).

The time for work is 9:00-500, with a lunch break in the middle or something comparable to these hours as agreed upon by the

buyer and the group. Students are responsible for bringing their own bagged lunch. However, it is the buyer’s prerogative to

supplement if they so choose.

If you only need a work team for perhaps a half day, please let the work team leader know this before the auction is over. Most
teams may be willing to allow themselves to be auctioned off again for another buyer for the other half of the day.
